ART EXHIBITION 2011

Information for artists.

The art show this year will take place on Saturday 25th and Sunday 26th June, 11.00 – 4.00 both days. The plan this year is to use the Great Hall of the Castle as the main exhibition space. This is a new challenge which the organisers are considering with some trepidation! 

We will as usual try to hang as many exhibits as possible, but in the new venue, in addition to the pressure on space, a particular difficulty will be the business of carrying the paintings up the steep and uneven staircase. For this reason, we have decided to hang only small and medium items in the Great Hall, with larger paintings (which we are not discouraging) displayed elsewhere, at the organisers discretion. As before there will be a variable hanging charge depending on the size of the item. The charges will be: small exhibits, up to 18x18 inches, £4; medium, up to 27x27 inches, £5; and large, £6. Exhibits will be removed as they are sold. 

This year there will be a limit of two items per exhibitor. Commission remains at 15%. Items should have title, name of artist, medium, and price clearly marked somewhere on the back. There is no catalogue for this exhibition so we will supply and attach labels. Exhibits will be received at Farland (next to Portencross car park) on Thursday 23rd June between 3.00 and 6.00. Unsold exhibits should be collected on the Sunday between 4.00 and 5.00. (It will not be possible to remove any items before 4pm)

This is generally a very good selling show. We will actively try to sell your work and will do our best to be flexible and to accommodate you if you have problems with the above arrangements. It is also very labour intensive  - offers of help will be gratefully received, especially for Thursday afternoon, when the exhibits arrive, and also for Thursday evening, from 7.00 – 9.00, when we plan to form a ‘human chain’ to pass the items up the stairs!

It may be that some changes have to be made due to unforeseen circumstances and we reserve the right to do so. 

FOPC now relies entirely on the income from donations and from fund raising events such as the art exhibition to maintain the castle as a cultural asset for the community. We greatly value the support and contribution of the artists who are essential to the success of this event.
